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Literacy 
During this term, 5T we will be 

exploring the poem ‘Albert and the 

Lion’ by Marriott Edgar.

We will be learning about the topic ‘Why do some people believe God exists?’. We will 

investigate why people believe in God and investigate facts, beliefs and opinions on 

different arguments on why people believe in about God.
